BY-LAWS FOR 

THE REPUBLICAN PARTY OF JACKSON COUNTY, WI
Last Revision at Caucus February 4, 2017
1.  PURPOSE:

1.1  The Republican Party of Jackson County, WI is a not-for-profit organization formed on February 15, 2014  These bylaws are enacted to establish requirements to direct, manage, supervise and control the business, property and funds of the Republican Party of Jackson County, WI.   Specifically to:
1.1.1.  Correlate and unify under one central organization, the activities of the Republican Party of Jackson County, WI;

1.1.2.  Advance in every honorable way fundamental Republican principles and policies, 

1.1.3. As a voluntary organization, to cooperate and assist in all county, state and national elections, to the end that our republican form of government, as created under the Constitution of the United States and the State of Wisconsin, be preserved for all of the people.  

1.2  In the event of any conflict or ambiguity between these by-laws and the Republican Party of Jackson County, WI Constitution, the Constitution shall prevail.

2.  MEMBERSHIP:

2.1  Membership in this organization shall be open to all Jackson County, WI individuals who are eligible to vote in Jackson County, WI and who believe in the objectives, purposes, and principles of the Republican Party.  Qualified, voting members of this organization shall be those members in good standing who have paid their dues to the Republican Party of Jackson  County, WI & been recorded by the Secretary of this organization for at least ten (10) calendar days prior to caucus or casting a vote..

2.2  Associate membership in the Republican Party of Jackson County, WI is open to any person not residing in Jackson County, WI who would otherwise meet the membership qualifications specified in Section 2.1 if they did reside in Jackson County.  Associate members cannot be delegates and cannot vote on party business, but are otherwise treated in the same manner as a regular member of the party. 
2.2  The Executive Committee has the authority to establish discounted rate family memberships in the Republican Party of Jackson County, WI.  Family memberships are restricted to the member’s immediate family residing within the same household.  The Republican Party of Jackson County, WI will administer newsletters, emails, and notifications to only one member within the family membership. All family members of voting age can cast individual votes on party business and be individual delegates.

2.3  A new membership is not considered to be in good standing until the membership is approved by the Executive Committee.

2.4  Membership renewal will occur every calendar year on the first of January.  Annual membership application and fees will be determined by the Executive Committee.   A sample membership application is attached in Appendix A.
3.  DELEGATES:

3.1  Delegates and Alternate delegates represent the Republican Party of Jackson County, WI at district caucus and state convention.

3.2  Members in good standing may nominate themselves as delegates when they submit their annual party membership application.  A member in good standing may also be nominated a delegate at County Caucus.  The election of delegates and their alternates will be held at County Caucus each year in accordance with Article V of the Republican Party of Jackson County, WI Constitution.  If delegate vacancies exist subsequent to the election, a majority vote of the membership present at caucus may grant the County Chairman or Executive Committee the authority to appoint delegates. 

3.3  The Executive Committee may establish a delegate fee in addition to the normal membership fee.  Delegate fees paid to the Republican party of Jackson County, WI will be used to pay for annual delegate fees to the district and delegate admission to the district caucus.


3.4  Delegates are responsible for paying all costs associated with participation at State Convention.  The Executive Committee may allocate Republican Party of Jackson County, WI funds to offset a delegate’s convention admission costs.
4.  TERMINATION:


4.1  Misconduct such as wrangling, physically striking or assaulting others or any other activities deemed to be abusive and not in the Republican Party’s best interests will be grounds for termination.  The membership of any member or officer may be terminated by a majority vote of the board of directors.  The Republican Party of Jackson County, WI retains the right to reinstate the terminated member.

5.  LIMITATIONS/LIABILITY:


5.1  The Republican Party of Jackson County, WI and/or its officers will not be responsible for any debts or liabilities incurred by any member unless agreed to by a majority vote of the board of directors.  Each member/person/guest is responsible for their own actions and behavior as a person unto themselves. With the exception of the provisions in Section 7, the Republican Party of Jackson County, WI and its officers shall be held harmless from any judgements and/or liabilities associated with any other person’s misconduct or negligence.


5.2  The Republican Party of Jackson County, WI retains all rights to the name REPUBLICAN PARTY OF JACKSON COUNTY, WI, logo, and insignia, and their use by any person for any reason.

6.  RESPONSIBILITIES

6.1  CHAIRPERSON:
6.1.1 The Republican Party of Jackson County, WI’s Chairperson shall preside over all caucuses and meetings, public relations, scheduling of meetings and events, writing newsletter articles, and ensuring the timely and proper distribution of the newsletter and other information.
6.1.2  The Chairperson shall sign all legal documents (contracts or membership agreements) as the Party’s representative except for normal banking transactions maintained by the treasurer. The Chairman shall delegate designated persons to file all proper reports required by law.
6.1.3  The Chairperson can authorize expenditures of up to $200 per month without prior Executive Committee approval.
6.1.4  The Chairperson may interim fill vacant Officer positions until the vacancy can be filled by a person appointed by the Executive Committee.

6.2  VICE CHAIRPERSON:

6.2.1  The Vice-Chairperson, in the absence of the chairperson, shall perform the duties of the Chairperson.  The Vice Chairperson as acting chairperson may interim fill vacant Officer positions until the vacancy can be filled by a person appointed by the Executive Committee.
6.3  TREASURER:

6.3.1  The Treasurer shall receive and be custodian of all funds of the Party and monies received and disbursed and shall report in full as required by the Chairperson   The Treasurer shall maintain the party’s financial records in an organized fashion, and receive and disburse cash and checks in accordance with the Republican Party of Jackson County WI annual budget.  

6.3.2  The Treasurer will submit all reports required by the Government Accountability Board.

6.3.3  The Treasurer will submit a monthly financial report to the Executive Committee.


6.3.4  The Treasurer will submit an annual financial report to membership each year at County Caucus.   The report will include an inventory of all party owned property and material with a replacement value greater than $200.00. 
6.4  SECRETARY:

6.4.1  The Secretary shall keep and read minutes of all meetings or caucuses and shall be the custodian of all records of the Party.   The Secretary shall maintain a listing of all qualifying members and issue membership cards.

6.5  CHAPLAIN:

6.5.1  The Chaplain is the point of contact for all religious matters and will render religious assistance when called upon by a member or  the membership.   The Chaplain will be appointed by a majority vote of the membership.
6.6  OTHER OFFICERS:

6.6.1  The Executive Committee may designate other officers such as an Event Coordinator, Newsletter Editor, Webmaster, Sergeant of Arms, or other positions.  The Executive Committee shall specify the officer responsibilities and duration of office.

6.6.2  Other officers authorize expenditures in accordance with the budgets associated with their duties.

6.6.3  Other officers do not vote on the Executive Committee.

6.7  ELECTION INSPECTORS:

6.7.1  The nomination of Election Inspectors will be conducted in accordance with Wisconsin statute 7.30.  The Executive Committee or poll worker committee will approve all Election Inspector nominations.


6.7.2   Sample Election Inspector nomination letters are attached as Appendix B.

7.  PROPERTY, BUDGET, AND TREASURY MANAGMENT

7.1  Each November the Executive Committee should approve a budget for the upcoming calendar year. The Executive Committee shall have oversight and responsibility for assuring all receipts and expenditures of the Republican Party of Jackson County, WI are in compliance with all state and federal laws referent to the allowable receipts and expenditures of the Republican Party of Jackson County.

7.2  Each year the Executive Committee should designate a party member to perform an audit of the Treasury in the month of January.   The Audit shall encompass the preceding calendar year financials and include a visual inventory of all Party owned property and materials with a replacement value greater than $200.  The audit report is submitted to the Executive Committee and reported to the membership each year at County Caucus.  Corrective actions for any audit findings shall be proposed by the Treasurer and approved by the Executive Committee.   A sample audit report is attached as Appendix C.

7.3  The sale, donation, or disposal of Party owned property or materials with a replacement value of greater than $200 shall be approved by a majority vote of the executive committee.


7.4  Any Executive Committee Officer may disperse funds from the treasury in accordance with pre-approved budgets or specific transactions approved by the Executive Committee.  The Officer must first communicate their intent to disperse funds with the Chairman or Treasurer within one week prior to making the transaction to verify sufficient funds are available.  
8.  PARTY ENDORSEMENTS, RESOLUTIONS, AND LETTERS OF SUPPORT
8.1  Candidate endorsements shall me made by a majority vote of membership at caucus or at meeting of the Republican Party of Jackson County, WI executive board.
8.2  Resolutions may be submitted by any party member in good standing.  Resolutions should be submitted no later than 10 days prior to county caucus so distribution can be made.  Members may submit floor resolutions the day of county caucus provided they provide 10 copies of the resolution for membership review. Resolutions shall only be approved by a majority vote of membership at special meeting or caucus, as specified in Article V of the County Constitution.

8.3  The Executive Committee may issue letters of support or endorsements of legislation on behalf of Republican Party of Jackson County, WI membership.  Such letters or endorsements will be signed by the Chairman after receiving a majority approval of the Executive Committee, and recorded by the Secretary.  Approved letters of support or endorsements shall be distributed to party membership in the next regularly scheduled electronic or paper correspondence.
9.  AMENDMENTS:

9.1  These bylaws may be modified at any time by a majority vote of members in attendance at a membership meeting or caucus as specified by article VIII of the Republican Party of Jackson County, WI Constitution.
10.  IMPLEMENTATION:
These bylaws of the Republican Party of Jackson County, WI are approved by membership at Caucus held February 4, 2017.
